1.	 Introduce the students to PDF (Portable Document Format) and explain the uses and advantages of using the 
PDF format. Some things to discuss include: 

•• Document security

•• Version control

•• Compression options

•• Viewable regardless of hardware, software, or operating system

•• Preserving document formatting

2.	 Distribute the technical guides and introduce the interface, terminology, and basic panels in Acrobat.

3.	 Using the “I do, we do, you do” method demonstrate how to create PDFs.
