How to draw and add text with Adobe Photoshop

In addition to its photo-editing features, Adobe Photoshop gives you a remarkably wide set of
options to do things like create realistic painting effects, utilize a full suite of drawing tools, and
the ability to add text directly to an image. In this activity students are introduced to the drawing,
painting, shape, and text tools in Photoshop.

Using the “I do, we do,
you do method,” demonstrate how to use the Paint, Line, Shape, and Eraser tools.

Introduce the concept of color blending and using the Mixer Brush to define multiple colors on a single tip
and mix and blend them into the underlying colors on the canvas, or use a dry brush to blend the colors into

- How to add text to images.
- How to use text-effect tools such as Bevel and Emboss.

Using what they have learned, ask students to create one of the following:
- An image of themselves with their name added to the image in text.

- An original painting, you may want to connect this to an art history activity and have them create it in a
specific genre.

- Add shapes to an image and applying layer styles.
